Grass growth, rainfall & soil temperature
predictions for the next 7 days

 



Grass growth for the coming week predicted to range between 12-18 kg
DM/ha
Low rainfall expected in south & east, 15mm rainfall expected in the north
west
Soil temperatures will drop slightly to between 5-7 degrees





Grazing challenging but weather to improve   
Weather conditions predicted to improve for most of the country but
grazing conditions have been challenging
Use all the grazing tips to try & get one grazing allocation in per day
Restrict access to silage after morning milking so cows have keen appetite
to graze by 10am
When animals have eaten their allocation after 3 hours, bring them back to
the shed to prevent damage



Graze medium covers of 800-1000 kg DM/ha
When weather conditions improve, this will allow an opportunity for farmers
to identify paddocks to graze & turn animals out

Spring Grazing Allocations🐄🌱
 
Grass Demand in early February

40 cows going to grass by day (1 allocation)
Allocating 6 kg DM per cow
40 cows x 6 Kg DM = 240 Kg DM required

 
Grazings/Paddock

Paddock 10 (1.2 Ha) with grass cover 1000 kg DM/Ha 
1.2 Ha x 1000 kg DM/Ha = 1200 kg DM available in paddock
1200 kg DM / 240 kg DM = 5 grazings

 
Measuring Grass Allocation

1 Ha = 100m x 100m
1.2 Ha / 5 grazing's = 0.25 Ha per grazing
0.25 Ha = 2500m2

 
Paddock 10 = 40m wide
2500m2 / 40m = 62m long
In paddock 10, step out 60m and set up reel & post

Become familiar with the grazing calculator on your PBI app



When setting up an allocation input number of animals and
planned intakes
Select paddock and the current cover, the app will tell you what
grazing area to allocate i.e. how many grazing's per paddock
