Demonstration farmer comment from William Dennehy: I have really seen growth take off in the last week. One paddock 

jumped from 1350 to 1750 in four days. I am now going to do a farm cover every 5 days. I stitched clover into three paddocks 

and have a paddock sprayed off for reseeding. I put scratch cards on the heifers and I plan to be breeding them next week.  

Advisor comment from Robert Prendiville: Growth rates are strong on farms. Possible surpluses coming with the 

opportunity to make some extra silage. Predicted growth rates for this week are 81 kg DM/ day.  Below is a recent photo of 

white clover establishing at 7 days.
